Safety First—We Mean It!
In the Spring 2012 issue, Zach Mat-
thews's armicle, “Safery First,” explained
that bird pelts and other marterials used
in fly wing are sometimes cured with
ordinary table salt, which he incomectly
identified as sodium hydroxide, Of
course, table salt is actually sodium chlo-
nide. Sodiurm hydroxide is lye.

While sodium hydrodde is also used as
a curng chemical in cases where it is de-
sirable to remove hair from a hide, it is a
caustic agent and should never be handled
without gloves and proper eye protection.
Although the point of the article was to ex-
plain how these processes are performed in
the factory rather than o make recommen-
dations for home users, we want everyone
to be aware that sodium hydroxice is po-
tentially dangerous and 1o take the appro-
priate cautionary measures.

wing streamers. Their history has creared
conversations and speculaton  around
many tables and tying benches. They have
ofter1 been associated with New England
ever since Camie Stevens made history
with her famous Gray Ghost streamer. A
milliner by trade, Carrie was a selFraught
tier, and she soon became known for her
streamers, ted in whar we now call the
“Rangeley” style. Her original flies have
become some of the most sought-after
sirearners by collectors all over the world.
As an amisan and avid Maine fly der,
I've been afforded endless possibilities
for creating custom featherwing stream-

ers. With so many physical elements
to the fly. and such a wide selection of
materials from which to choose, there
are infinite possibilines for anistic expres-
sion. In general, most custom designs fall
nto one of three caregories: commemo-
rative pattemns, dedications. and expres-
sive designs.
Lt all starts with a creative idea.

From Idea to Reality

How does a creative idea materialize into
a finished custom fly? After determining
the final use of the fly, you can incorpo-
rate matenials that represent the ideas vou
want 1o express. By using color, exture,
and placement on the hook, the materials
represent the vision you wish to express
in the finished piece.

It's important to have a general direc-
tion in mind for the final outcome of the
fly. 1s the goal to tie a purely artstic piece
ora pattern thar's fishable? An artistic pat-
tern is just for viewing; your intention is
10 express an artstic idea, and the fly will
never hit the water, There are “no holds
barred” with this type of patcern. It can
have inmcate parts, unrealistic propor-
tions, outlandish marerals—you can
use anything you can tie to the hook. A
fichable design, however, must be created
within the parameters of basic fly con-
struction, proportion, material sensibility,
and effecriveness in the water,

Dedication flics are my most com-
mon designs and are easily inspired by
the people or places in my life, My Cen-
e Sunset is a grear example of how the
materials and where they are placed on
the hook create a desired expression. Ever
since moving o Maine as a girl, T have
been passionate about walking o the end
of my street o watch the sunset. I've of-
rety thought how wonderful it would be
to artistically re-create its elusive essence.
Last year [ decided to creare a fly that
would capture the fluidity of a sunset’s
colors against the silhouette of the wee
line, and dedicare it wo my hometown of
Lishon Center The green peacock herl on
the belly, with the dark hair over it rep-
resents the landscape’s silhovertre, Bright
blue floss forms the body of the fly and
represents the skyline, and the copper rib
mimics the rays of the setting sun.

The wing of the Centre Sunser con-
sists of four different-colored hackles: red,
blue, orange, and gray. This combination
of colors caprures the ever-changing hues
of the sunset, The peacock-sword tail
gives the pattem a little added flash, and
the shoulder, cheek, and wpping com-
plete the components of the fly to make it
a truly fishable sreames

The Joshua Chamberlain Streamer is
another example of a dedicarion fly. [t is
named for the Civil War hero from Maine
wha led the bayonet charge down Littde
Round Top ar the Batle of Gewysburg,
Wool forms the body on this fly, a com-
mon material used for clothing during the
Civil War era, The copper tinsel rib repre-
sents old brass, and the blue hackle repre-
sents the color of the 207 Maine uniform.
The pattemn is simple and understated
symbolize Chamberlain’s humilicy and
dedicarion 1o service.

Beyond the Obvious

As important as the use of color is in cre-
ating a fly, the more subtle nuances of a
design often make it most interesting, Not
every idea will be obwvious, and it's often
the explanation of the piece thar adds wo
its interest. If the fly is displayed in a frame,
including photos, an artist staement, or
other iterns might help tell the story. For
example, [ often frame the Joshua Cham-
berlain Smeamer with a picnure of Cham-
berlain or the 20" Maine regiment. | usu-
ally display my Chiel Worumbo Steamer
with a picture of the histonc Worumbo
Mill. The history of the mill helps tell the
story and adds interest 10 the piece.

Expressive flies can creatvely symbolize
an idea or interest. When thinking about
Creaing an expressive pattern, you can find
inspiration almost anywhere: a patriotc fhy,
a fly for the Red Hamers, Breast Cancer
Awaretiess, school colors, a tavorite song, a
fvorite sports team, love of chocolare, a pet
cat or dog, a movie—the list is endless.

[ am sometimes inspired 1w create a
piece thar is purely amistic—a fly thar will
be framed and admired, and never see a
fish. There are no boundaries with a fly like
this; you can use unusual materials, and
you can also use ingredients thar might be
inappropriate or too fragile for fishing, Let's
take a look at the creative process as it un-
folds with my strearner, the Last Ride.

rauma center inspired the Last Ride
strearner. Many of them expressed to me
that if they could, they would give any-
thing to have “one last ride on a beauriful
bike.” The Last Ride is for them.

My vision was to create a vintage shiny
black chopper with flames. The fly also
needed chrome—lots of chrome. Flar sil-
ver tinsel forms a chrome-looking body,
but it wasn't quite enough: it needed
more chrome—and exhaust pipes. 1 used
a piece of silver braided Mylar nibing ried
on as a tail. [ opened the weave of the
tubing to give it more volume. A strip of
black: leather on top of the body and ex-
rending into the rail represents the saddle
of a motorcycle. An oval silver rinsel b
adds even more chrome.

I really wanred to atain a vintage look
in the Last Ride, so my next idea was to
incorporate a spiral-wrapped black hackle
to represent the fringe on the sleeves of old
biker jackets. | made the wings vsing jes-
black hackle, and formed orange and yel-
lowe hackdes ro look like flames. The wings
are topped with bright red shoulders and
jungle cock cheeks. | decided 1o de a silver
pheasant crest feather sweeping over the
full length of the piece 10 represent the free
feeling of riding in the wind,

Designing a custom fly presents an op-
portumnity to express our reflections, experi-
ences, and passions, and to share an appre-
ciation for the things thar bring meaning
to our lives. 1 often reflect on what it must
have been like for my grea-great-great-

historic Middle Dam on Maine's fabled
Rapid River Maybe the materials on these
flies came from the animals he spole of in
his many writings.

Could there have been a Bear's
Landing Streamer commemorating his Arst
black bear huni? Did he fashion a paem
called Mary’s Pride, dedicated o his wile's
pioneering spirit? Cemainly the concept
isn't new; it was around long before Carrie
Stevens tied her first feather-wing streamer
My inspirations will evolve into new ideas
and designs, and [ will continue o creare
custom flies. Some will make it to the wa-
ter, and some won't, but either way their

stores will be wold. f@
