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OLLOWING MY ARTICLE

ritled “Lost Treasures,” which

appeared in the Spring 2009

issue of Fly Tver, I've leamed

quite a bit about the history
of thes in the Monadnock Region of New
Hampshire. By the tme my 13 minutes
of fame began 1o flicker our, 1 was the ac-
knowledged local fhy historian. There was
no end o the number of comments and
suggestions | received, as well as a few ac-
rual keads o tlies. While all the leads were
interesting, there were only a few thart
didn't fizzle our alter the inioal contace. Of
course, all the leads were great in temms of
meeting new people, and each lead gener
ared ar least three more contacts,

As | spent all my spare time making
phone calls, taking notes, and wondering
what 1 was going to do with all this data,
a nagging thought crepr into the back of
my mind. Somewhere [ had seen a framed
set of about three dozen streamers, and 1
recalled that they were undocumented.
Surcly these needed o be documented
and included in my research.

It took me a few weeks before | could
remember the location of those flies. It
made perfect sense that [ had difficulty
remembering;: they were at a place known
for classic salmon flies, not woun stream-
ers. [n the summer of 2006, as [ finished
my classic fly-dressing apprenticeship, my
instructor and 1went on a field oip o visit
Phil Castlernan in Springfield, Massachu-
setts. Phil runs Castle Anms, a fly-rying Web
site, but if you ask him nicely, he mighe
let you visit his “store.” It's not acrually a
store; it's more like a huge single-room fhy-
rying warehouse. Phil caters 1o salmon [y
dressers, but also serves others looking for
exolic feathers or materals: Nadve Ameri-
cans, feather antists, and costume makers.
As an example, if you're looking lor some
olive chenille to de Weolly Buggers, Phil
may of may not have it. Bur, if you need
some Indian crow, or if you're not sure if
vou need Pyroderus scufatus scutatus, or if
you want o compare Spanish silk gur o

vintage British silk—or maybe you want
to take a look at all 73 available colors of
Japanese silk floss—then you've come o
the right place.

Ar any rate, when [ recalled that 1 saw
the framed smeamers ar Castle Armms, the
usual mild panic overcame me. This is the
same fear that drives all my effors toward
collectng data on local New England
streamers. It is based on the facr thar the
few local ters | knmow are all in their 80s,
few youngsters are picking up the hobby,
and fishing itsell has dropped off. Whar is
going o happen when all these older ders
cie off? Who i= keeping mack of all these
patterns? In the case of Castle Arms, the

situation might be worse: [ worned thar it
was no longer in business. 1 hadn't been
cdovim 1o Phil’s store in several years, and
it served an obscure niche of an already
dwindling hobby; and, by the way, Phil
Castlernan was no spring chicken. 1 called
as soon as 1 could on Monday morming,

“Casile Arms!” Hey, he's siill in busi-
ness!

“Busy as a one-ammed paper hanger!™
And business is good!

“Tust got back from turkey hunting
up on the Deerfield!” And he's in poed
health!

Breathing a bit easier, | made an ap-
pointment 1o visit later in the week.

FIRST WRAPS

A Visit to Castle Arms

That Thursday, 1 found mysell standing
on the fourth floor of an office building
in downoown Springfield. It would be
difficult to fully describe Phil's store, bur
ry 1o imagine a freight tain Glled with
Iy rods, a semi-trailer on its way w a
fishing-tackle convention, and a moving
van coming from a natural history muse-
um—all arfving at a railroad crossing ar
the same unfortunate tme. In the back-
ground, add what might be a good con-
tender for the world’s largest collecrion
of [ramed fishing flies, and you'll have
a pretty good feel for what the Casile
Arms is like. Of course, this business is
basically just a hobby—Fhil is currently
a lawyer,

Phil Castleman grew up in Boston
and went to Colby College in Waterville,
Maine, Phil met his wile in Waterville,
and it is also where he became immersed
in the fishing lore of the Rangeley Lakes
Region. Some of Phil's early recollecrions
of Maine include trips to Upper Dam w©
buy smeamers from Carrie Stevens for
35 cents apiece. In 1951, he lelt school
and began his first career working as a
division manager for a lumber company,
but it was also the yvear he started selling
guns and fh-tying materials, and Castde
Amms was bom. Phil stayed with the
lumber company untl his early forties

| when he retdred. He then started work-

ing in various government positions,

| and he pur himself through law school.

Phil has practiced law throughout the
second half of his lile, and Castle Arms
expanded to include [y rods and more
exotic feathers.

We made our introductions once we
were in the storefront. Phil remembered

| our original meeting when we discussed

the framed streamers, and he was more
than willing 1o pull them off the wall
so we could get a berter look, And 1 do
mean pull: the flies were amanged in a
large Riker box that was actually taped to
the wall. He ripped it off—along with a
bit of the Sheemmock—and we ook a few

| photes. We got to chatting, and started

talking about how the flies were all un-
named, and how he first saw the [raming
at an auction in 1951 when he lelt Wa-

terville. He wanted the framing then, but
the opening bid was 53, which seemed a
bit steep at the dme. Larer on he had the
chance to buy it at a Lang's fishing-rackle
aucrion in Boston i 196]1—or mavbe it
was 1963, Phil made an opening bid of
£25, no one countered, and so he ok
the flies home.

While I was propping the frame for a
better photo, [ noticed some paper on the
back. Looking closer, it umed out o be
a list of fly names, arranged suspiciously
like the flies in the frame. They were ar-
ranged in a nice table, four across and
seven down It was the names of all the
flies. 1 showed Phil my discovery, At hirst
he was as dumbiounded as [ was, and
then had some [aint memory of the flies
being named, He thought that mose of
the names were made up, or wild guesses
at best. Of course, once | acrually paid
ateention o what the flies looked like,
and then referred to the names again,
it was one of those classic “Well, duh!”
momenis: some of the flies should have
been familiar While most of the flies were
pretty obscure, a few of them were so run-
of-the-mill that [ can’t believe 1 didn't rec-
ognize them, Pawems like the Gray and
Green Ghosts, the Parmachene Beau, and
the Nine-Three. [ should have known they
weren't Lost Treasures the moment 1 saw
them, 1 guess because they were tied as
tandems they didn’t look quite the same,
but still, I should have been tipped off. At
any rare, the wind had been ler complee-
Iv out of my sails. Suddenly, since the
names were known, all the adventure of
trying to figure our the origins of the flies
just went up in smoke. We chatted for a
minute, and then Fhil, glancing at the list-
ing on the back, said, “1wonder what thar
one is?” | then noticed that one of the lo-
cations on the table of names was empry.
It was in the fourth column, the seventh
fly down. As 1 looked for the name of the
fly, 1 started referring to it as the D7—the
name of the {ly's location as if it was on a
spreadsheet; column D, row 7. Tt tumed
out that one of the flies on the frame had
the potenitial to be a Lost Treasure after all.
We discussed it a bit more, shook hands,
and | took my notehook and camera back
to New Hampshire.



The Quest Continues

I've been pursuing the name of this fly
through my various references, but now
['m more tocused on the story of the
frame. 1s this the very same frame thar
Phil Castleman saw in 19517 Could it be
something different? Since it looks like
a very professional ying job, who put it
rogether? What was the purpose? The
flies are all tied in what 1 would refer o
as a “presentation style,” with a bit more
flourish, and perhaps showing more of the
materials than you would nomally see in
a standard fishing fly. Were they tied by
a fly shop as advertising, or perhaps ried
by a commercial ter as a demonstration
piece? Maybe this isn't the same frame
that started our in Warerville in the firse
place, and it's something totally different,
and much more recent.

How can 1 solve this mystery? I'm still
poking arcund, and stll asking questions.
I now have a printout of the frame in my
history folder. Any time 1 bump into any-
one who has any knowledge of Rangeley
flies, 1 pull our that photo. You just never
kmow who you're going to run into,

I've learned a lot abour flies and fly
tiers over the past couple of years, but
this episode taught me quite a bir abour
expectations, In the beginning, 1 forgor
where I'd seen this set of flies. 1 then
remembered and set up a meeting, Phil
and 1 were hoth convinced that all the
flies were mysteries, and then we discow-
ered they all had names. Within a few
minues, 1 was back to having a single
mystery fly, so now I'm looking around
for anything that might lead me to the
history of the D7, and the history of
the frame.

The moral of the story is that 1 need
to be optimistic, keep an open mind, and
keep collecting data on New England
streamers. Sometimes the Lost Treasures
you stumble upon are more or less of a

treasure than you anticipate, but in the |

end they're all wonth the ellort. @

and angler fought 1o exhavstion.

Feter's wife, Shirley, noticed the fish
was bleeding when he brought it into
shallow warer  Anglers who gathered
o wimess the event observed that this
must be a record steelhead, and with it
bleeding, Perer decided against releasing
the fish. When weighed according 1o Inter-
nanonal Game Fish Associarion standards,
the steelhead was 29 pounds 8 ounces
and became the new 16-pound-test tippet
record for rainbow trout, and is the largest
MNorth American rainbow wour of record.

Steelhead vs. Rainbow Trout?

Why, vou might be wondering are there
not separate  caregories for  steelhead
and ranbow mour? According o Jason
Schratwieser, conservation director of the
IGFA, “Although a minbow might un to
the ocean [or Grear Lalkes| o feed and
arow, it cannot be distinguished genetical-
Iy from its rainbow tout hertage. Upon
its renun [ irs spawning site, it 1s stll a
rainbow trout, science-wise.” As a result,
the IGFA does not recognize sieelhead as
4 separate species, and Perer Hamison's
fish is classified as a rainbow trout. (@
